The movie, which showed unknown

events as fact, and left out much of fascinating information found in the book, does not do justice to

The Perfect Storm.

We can lay down four million different scenarios, and

we will still probably not get close to what really happened.Things drastically change when we get

on the other stories. The book picks up speed there, and it gets compelling, and hard to put

down.All in all, an interesting book to read, but it wouldn't be one of my top priorities. I did like the

simple language of it, and the fact that most of the time I didn't feel that pressure of "let me

mesmerize you, my dear reader, with the awesomeness of my vocabulary, and how I can lay down

sentences that will give you no clue about what I am describing."I do feel that 4 stars are a little

higher than what I would like to rate it, but 3 stars wouldn't do it a lot of justice either,... So 4 stars it

is.
