A. A. Milne was born in 1882 in London. He was a playwright and journalist as well as a poet and

storyteller. His classic children's books were inspired by his son, Christopher Robin. Milne died in

1956.Born in Budapest in 1910, Alexander LenardÂ was a graduate of the famous Theresianum in

Vienna. A refugee from Hitler who migrated to Brazil by the way of Rome, he worked variously as a

pharmacist, math teacher, quiz show contestant, farmer, painter, poet, and pianist as well as, of

course, a translator. At the time of his death in 1972 he was fluent in twelve languages. Winnie Ille

Pu was the product of over seven years of work, beginning with a German translation of the famous

classic in 1951, on which A.A. Milne personally congratulated him.

This familiar book is a great way to refresh or strengthen your Latin skills. The Latin translation is

well done and fun to read. Reading children's books is a standard way of helping reinforce language

learning, and now we have the same opportunities for Latin.Reading a well known book can be a

great way to keep a language in mind over the summer, when you are not attending regular

language classes. Winnie Ille Pu can help minimize the summer slide at least with Latin.
