He began his trip, doing about 40 miles a day (our max), and as
he progressed he was able to improve upon that considerably.l was quite impressed with his story,
riding through some truly brutal, windy, treeless landscape in the Montana and the Dakotas. | also
enjoyed reading about his travels in Europe, especially in Germany and Austria.l suppose that in
stories like this, the goal is traveling. As Marlon Brando said, in "The Wild Ones", "l don’t know
where we are going, we’re just going." In this case you could say, "l don’t know why we’re racking

up the miles, we’re just racking."

when you need one, how the best-laid plans often must be tossed aside in the changing face of



reality as expressed in weather, topography, moods, or any number of other unexpected factors that
turn travel into discovery. Even if you haven’'t done any bike touring, the stories in this book will light
the fire that launches your own odysseys. With so much of our knowledge of the world reaching us
only after having been filtered though the various media, there really is no substitute for getting out
there in person to find that there is a lot more goodness than ill to be found and enjoyed throughout
