He talks a
lot about the hardships he encountered when realizing that WCW operated a lot less structured than
WWE. | found the book to be very humorous, as was the first, with his metal references throughout
and side bars indicating that Mick Foley has never beaten him.While most people will buy this with
his wrestling career in mind, the book also serves as a reminder of how harsh the music industry is,
as Chris covers his time in Fozzy from playing to empty clubs to playing huge festivals.

Chris Jericho is regarded as a wrestling great not only for his in ring skill but his ability on the mic.
His writing is no different as he feels as if he is simply conversing with his reader throughout the
book. Jericho has a lot of insight about the business and his experience with it, so much of what he
says is illuminating about his time with the WWE. He’s not afraid to lay out the reality of his career
as he saw it and at times, it's strange to see how he felt about his career against how the fans
perceived him. You really get a sense of Jericho the man as opposed to Jericho the character and
his drive to be one of the best.That said, this is not a book exclusively about his wrestling career. As
most Jericho fans will know, he is part of a group called Fozzy and much of the book focuses on the
growth of his heavy metal band and his exposure to the business. We’re exposed to Jericho’s
honesty about his life, his habits, and his mistakes which makes him appear more human. While |
personally found the entire book compelling, wrestling fans may not care too much about the Fozzy

sections.Overall, a good read, albeit a quick one. Worth it a discounted price.

Though not as well written as Mick Foley’s first couple of books (Foley is undefeated against Jericho
in that particular regard), the book is quite fun and full of interesting anecdotes and wrestling
insights. Most likely you'll be interested in the chapter about you-know-who, and | can tell you that
chapter is pretty gripping. Jericho is probably in a unique position in the world to write about him,
having been friends and opponents for so long, and it shows. My only disappointment is that that
chapter is so much shorter than it could have been, as Jericho probably can offer unique insights

about Benoit’s life and work. But looking at it through Jericho’s perspective, it's completely



understandable that he chose not to venture too deep into that particular rabbit hole. Writing that

chapter must have been a haunting experience as it was.
