Waking up hours later, she discovers that vampires have broken in and murdered everyone except
for her and her ex-boyfriend Aiden. She finds Aiden infected and tied to the bed like a good little
blood pet. She also finds a vampire chained up next to Aiden. Tana decides to help both Aiden and
the vampire break free. They mange to escape, but not without Tana getting scraped by vampire
teeth on her way out the window. She now has to deal with the last thing she ever wanted. The
uncertainty of not knowing whether she’s infected like Aiden. Oh, and theirs that vampire in her
trunk to deal with! So not knowing if she’s infected like Aiden, she make the ultimate sacrifice, and
decides to go to Coldtown were she can’t hurt anyone or further spread the virus if she’s infected.
