We get to hear the story from
Anabelle (the colorless), Dylan (the stable boy), and Tony (the cousin)A¢A A™s perspectives. It
changes every chapter so | donA¢A A™t think this is a spoiler. Anyway, letA¢A A™s talk about
them! Anabelle was boring to me at first and somewhat unrelatable. Partly because we are thrown
into her life at such a random moment and didnA¢A A™t have much information about her.
However, as we follow her on her journey to get her color back and solve the mystery surrounding
her parentA¢A A™s deaths, a more complete picture of Anabelle forms. SheA¢A A™s unwavering
and ethical but with her moments of despair and fear. SheA¢A A™s given so much depth of
character that | couldnA¢A A™t put the book down because | needed to know how her story would
end. Tony, her cousin, was so hateful and annoying at first. An alcoholic with a bad tongue.
Nonetheless, he too grows as the story progresses. He becomes 3 dimensional with twists to his
own story that | loved. | wonA¢A A™t spoil anything because | feel his growth was the most
shocking and tragic (to me).
