I am an Elizabeth Strout fan. I inhaled "Olive Kitteridge" and was left sobbing after the last chapter. I

loved the quiet and soulful pace and message of "Abide With Me." And I reveled in the message

and meter of "I Am Lucy Barton." "Anything Is Possible" was, in my estimation, a patchwork of

depressed characters going nowhere. I kept reading hoping something would happen or at least

Strout would tie all the unhappy, aimless stories together at some point. The what seemed like

gratuitous sexual perversions sprinkled throughout the chapters should have had more context.

They were slipped into a chapter (more like hinted at) and then abandoned. I felt the entire town

was suffering from post traumatic sexual abuse and an withholding of feeling that bordered on

psychotic. I was disappointed.

I know that many people hold Elizabeth Strout in high regard but honestly, this book (basically a

jumble of short stories) is unpalatable. I couldn't find one thing to like about this novel although

everyone else thinks it is literary gold. The stories were overly salacious with some of the grossest

concepts in memory & as a reminder, I am a reviewer who LOVED "All The Ugly and Wonderful

Things." It's not the sex in this novel but the grossness in which it is told. 1 star and I don't care if

anyone disagrees.

There is no doubt that the author writes wonderfully; the disappointment for me was the lack of

cohesion between the chapters. I expected near the end that there would be a tie-in of some sort,

linking all the chapters together into a story which made sense, but there wasn't! I'm left speculating

what the meaning of the book was? Did I miss something? Perhaps I should have read the author's

earlier book firstly?I quite honestly don't understand all the favourable reviews for this book - despite

the author's obvious gift for writing.

This book is a series of short stories with a common thread of being about people who knew or are

related to Lucy Barton (from Strout's book "My Name is Lucy Barton"). I enjoyed the book and it was

a fast read for me. The stories delve into all different types of relationships and secret inner thoughts

of the characters.

Very disappointed. I am an admirer of Strout's other novels. Olivia Kitteredge was a masterpiece

and Lucy Barton a worthy successor Anything is Possible was difficult to read. I could not connect to

any of the characters. Some of the writing was beautiful but this book went nowhere.

Elizabeth Strout writes stories about characters that one does admire and feel sympathy for. The

way the same characters appear in her books from different perspective is intriguing and fun.

Sometimes I feel like I am reading about old friends. The first book by Strout that I read was My

name is Lucy Barton, then Olive Kitteridge and now Anything is possible. The order the books are

read does probably not really matter. She writes about very sad circumstances in a sympathetic but

strong way. I just loved this book and was a bit sad when I finished it because I wanted more.

A la Anne Tyler, with less humor, one feels so familiar with Elizabeth Strout's characters. Treated to

several short stories that are linked together by Lucy Barton, one doesn't want their sagas to end,

while at the same time, hopes for quiet resolution for them. Thoroughly enjoyable, heartbreaking,

and true - a must read for those who loved "My Name is Lucy Barton."

How to imagine an unhappy community without getting confused and disheartened? I did not

succeed in that. But still was glad to get the back story of Lucy Barton. Pretty complex characters.
